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Map Key

�is portion of the ranch is composed of steep hillsides and 
dense forests. It was �rst logged for its redwoods in the 1850s.  
Today it is home to deer, bobcats, mountain lions and many 

other species of birds and wildlife.

Soil
�e bedrock under the Hendry Vineyard is composed of blue and 

brown shale. �is friable rock contains many marine fossils.  In most of 
the vineyard, the shale is covered by a thick rocky alluvial deposit from 
Redwood Creek. At the surface is a thin layer of soil.  All of these layers 
are exposed by this steep stream bank sdjacent to Blocks 24, 23 and 28. 

Blocks 8A and 8B contain the 
same varietal, clone and 

rootstock, but separate two 
distinct soil types. Clone 7 is a 

selection from the 
pre-prohibition Concannon 

vineyard in Livermore. 

Block 9B contains two and a 
half of the �rst 28 acres of 

Albariño planted in Califor-
nia. �is selection came from 

California’s �rst Albariño 
vineyard which is located in 

southern Napa Valley. 

Cabernet Sauvignon
For now, Cabernet 

Sauvignon is King.  It is 
Napa Valley’s most widely 

planted grape, and accounts 
for 45% of the total grape 
acreage (2013).  Block 8C, 

D, E and F, originally 
planted in 1974, contain 

some of our oldest vines and 
prodduce some of the 

Hendry Vineyard’s best 
Cabernet Sauvignon.

KD is not a clone, but a selection 
from the vineyard of our neighbor 
Keene Dimick.  �e original source 

is unknown, but it is likely from 
one of the few California 

Chardonnay vineyards to survive 
prohibition.

Blocks 22 and 28 
separate two Zinfandel 

clones growing on 
similar soil and the 
same root stock.

Redwood Creek 
�e creek is home to steelhead, 

salmon, and several other native �sh 
species.  Otters travel up the creek 
and sometimes visit our reservoirs.

Blocks 7A - D use 
separate irrigation 

systems to isolate areas 
of di�erent vine vigor.
Clone 2 is a selection 
from a Lodi vineyard. 

It �rst arrived at FPS in 
1961.

Blocks 16A and 16B contain similar soil 
and the same clone of Cabernet 

Sauvignon.  �ey are distinguished by 
di�erent root stocks.

Two of Napa 
County’s 
oldest and 

largest 
Eucalyptus 

trees.

Blocks 1 and 2 represent a 
distinct microclimate.  

�e steep hillside to the 
west provides afternoon 
shade, and this cooling 

in�uence can delay 
ripening by weeks.

Primitivo
Primitivo and Zinfandel are the same varietal.  �is 

particular clone of Primitivo has smaller clusters 
than our other Zinfandels. Clone 3 comes from 

cuttings collected in Italy in 1968.  It was the �rst 
Primitivo clone released by UC Davis. 

�e Mt. Veeder AVA begins here, 
at 400 ft. above sea level.

Mission 
Mission was the principal wine grape in the Americas for more than 300 years, 
and was the grape of California’s and Napa’s �rst wines.  Mission vines were �rst 
planted on the ranch in the late 1850s, but disappeared in the 1880s.  Mission 

grapes returned to Hendry with these 80 vines grafted in 2012.

Napa Earthquake 
2014

�e faults associated 
with the Napa 
earthquake that 

occurred on August 
24, 2014 run 

through the ranch.  
�ese faults left 
cracks across the 

vineyard and shifted 
vine rows by as much 

as 4 inches. 

Zinfandel
Zinfandel was once 
Napa’s most widely 
planted grape.  It 

now represents only 
3 percent of Napa’s 

grape acreage.

�e Hendry prune orchard 
was located in 

what is now block 1.

�is is a Pinot Noir 
selection from the 
vineyard of Paul 
Masson, one of 

California’s pioneers 
of Burgundian 

varieties.  It came to 
FPS (Foundation 
Plant Services) via 

Joseph Swan.

�e Carneros AVA begins 1.5 miles south

�e Stags Leap AVA 
begins 4 miles north

Block 6 contains 13 
di�erent 

Pinot Noir clones.
�ese cork oaks grew 

from acorns collected on 
the Quad at UC Davis 
and were planted by 
Andrew M. Hendry.

Pinot Gris
A single mutation 

separates Pinot Gris 
from Pinot Blanc and 

Pinot Noir.  Each 
year, some of these 
Pinot Gris vines 

mutate to Pinot Noir 
or Pinot Blanc.

Blocks 28 and 23 are 
a selection from the 

Brandlin vineyard on 
Mt. Veeder.

�e exact source of Block 29 is 
unknown, but it is believed to 
come from an old Mendocino 

Zinfandel vineyard.

NAPA COUNTY

Chardonnay
Chardonnay was Napa’s most widely 
planted grape in 1991.  It is still the 
most common white grape, but now 

accounts for just 11% of Napa’a 
grape acreage.

Chardonnay: 17.7 acres, 15.6%

Pinot Gris: 3.5 acres, 3.1%

Pinot Noir: 13.7 acres, 12.0%

Zinfandel/Primitivo: 26.5 acres, 23.3%

Bordeaux Varieties: 13.3 acres, 11.7%

Cabernet Sauvignon: 35.1 acres, 30.8%

Albariño: 4.0 acres, 3.5%
